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How is homework marked?The class teacher marks homework. Any misconceptions arising from that week’s homework will be addressed in class
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What are our homework expectations?Resilience is a key part of our TERRIFIC ethos! The homework set will always be based on that week’s learning in class and we therefore expect children to always try their homework independently first and then ask for support if needed. If your child feels they cannot complete their homework at home, their teacher will support them on a Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday to complete that work. If homework is not completed on the day it is due, the children will be asked to complete it in school.
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How can you support your child with their homework?If you feel your child’s homework is taking up too much time, is too hard for them to complete, or is causing genuine distress, please seek support from your child’s teacher. Homework is only useful if it can be completed independently, with perhaps some gentle support from you, and in a reasonable timeframe. Let the school know if this is a problem for you.
